Ewart Angus SPRINT Homes Celebrates 10th Anniversary

In fall 2009, Ewart Angus SPRINT Homes celebrated 10 years of caring for residents with Alzheimer’s and other dementias with a reception for families, friends and dignitaries. 

The Ewart Angus facility, at 268 Merton Street, offers a home-like setting dedicated to the care of 20 people with early to mid-stage dementias. Well-trained staff encourage residents to be involved, as they are able, in the activities of every day living. For example, residents may be able to help prepare meals or tidy up their own rooms. Residents’ lifelong routines are respected and accommodated. 
“When families were no longer able to care for a relative with mid-stage Alzheimer Disease at home, they used to face an agonizing decision,” says Leah-Anne Chirico, a SPRINT manager who worked at the home from the very beginning. “Placing their loved ones in a nursing home seemed clearly premature and inappropriate – but no other options seemed available.” 

This changed for some families when St. George United Church and SPRINT worked together to obtain funding from various sources to build a facility for 20 persons suffering from Alzheimer Disease or related dementia as well as 18 apartments for independent seniors. Part of the funding came from a bequest received from Ewart Angus who was associated with St. George United.

The home is the last part of the continuum of care SPRINT provides to residents of North Toronto who wish to live at home safely and independently as long as possible.
